SITUATIONS THAT MAY
REQUIRE MORE TESTING:

e SOMEONE IN YOUR
HOUSEHOLD IS PREGNANT
OR NURSING

e UNEXPLAINED ILLNESSES
IN THE FAMILY

e NEIGHBORS FIND A
CONTAMINANT IN THEIR
WATER

e CHANGE IN WATER TASTE,
ODOR, COLOR OR CLARITY
e THERE IS A SPILL OF
CHEMICALS OR FUELS NEAR
YOUR WELL.

Drinking water containing

bacteria and viruses:
e Hepatitis
Cholera
Giardiasis
Methemoglobinemia
e “Blue Baby Syndrome" - disrupts oxygen flow in the blood

e Carcinogenic
